There are approximately 542,000 children living in foster care in the United States, and 126,000 of them are waiting to be adopted. Locally, there are [# of Children Waiting] children, ranging in age from [Age range of Children Waiting], who are in the permanent custody of [Agency Name] and need adoptive homes. In Ohio, more than 3,500 children in foster care are available for adoption.


Four in 10 American adults have considered adoption, according to the National Adoption Attitudes Survey funded by the Dave Thomas Foundation for Adoption. If only one out of every 500 Americans who have considered adoption adopted a child from the foster care system, all foster children who are available for adoption would have families.
